Our therapist to the residents, Gretchen, used a demonstration using
two apples to show the effects of verbal and physical abuse, such as discrimination, on a person.

During the first demonstration the residents passed around the originally shiny crisp apple and yelled at it, calling
it names, and throwing it. Once it was passed around, Gretchen cut open the apple for everyone to see that the
inside was mushy and brown even though the outside was still shiny. During the second demonstration, the
residents passed around another shiny and crisp apple only this time they complimented the apple and each
other. Once everyone was finished, the apple was cut open for everyone to see that it was crisp and juicy on
the outside and inside.

The lesson of the demonstration for residents was that even if ontheoutsi de it doesnb6t aj
hurt someone with verbal or physical abuse, on the inside it can cause large amounts of damage and pain. After
the demonstrations residents talked about their feelings and how diversity helps make life more interesting and
enjoyable. Residents also enjoyed food from different cultures including crapes, Mexican kool-aid, egg rolls,
spring rolls, and spicy cheese dip.
