Black Beans and Chicken Salad

2 to 3 TBSP fresh squeezed lime juice

2 and Y2 to 3 TBSP olive oil

2- 140z. cans Black Beans, rinsed

1 tsp Red Pepper Flakes (optional)

1 tsp minced garlic

1 tsp seasoned salt

Yato Y tsp black pepper, to taste

1 medium red onion, diced

1 red bell pepper, diced

3 single chicken breasts, cooked and diced
Cilantro, chopped (add right before serving)

Blend lime juice and olive oil well. Add spices and blend by hand. Add beans and chicken and mix well.
Refrigerate for a few hours until cold. Mix well again. Add Cilantro right before serving. Adjust the flavor to
your liking by adding more spices to the bowl if needed.

Serve over bed of torn lettuce or can serve with chips for hearty appetizer.
