“Here is a recipe that 3 of the guys at RGH came up with to garnish their burgers with0 They are calling it 
“Onion Soufflé” although it is not a soufflé – it’s a condiment. They just liked the sound of “soufflé”.   
 
1 chopped onion  
3 small red hot peppers such as habaneros or Asian 
peppers 
2 T steak sauce 
3 T chili powder  
1 T Louisiana hot sauce 
1 T “country herb” or Italian seasoning mix  
3 T dried minced onions 
2 T crushed red pepper  
1 T ground allspice 
2 bay leaves 
2 T ranch dressing 
 
Mix ingredients in saucepan or small frying pan with 1 T 
vegetable oil or olive oil.  Sauté until onions are tender and 
starting to caramelize. Serve with burgers, brats or steak. It 
is spicy but not too hot once all the ingredients are mixed.
