On another important note, RGH has just acquired a new
software program that will allow us to do all our own testing and
plan development for our independent living skills training in
house. Residents will be able to complete a test/inventory on
our computers and the program will design worksheets and
other assignme nt s based on each indi
With individualized assessments we will be teaching the guys
what they need and not what they already know. This program
was purchased from the Daniels Memorial Institute of Florida, a
long time provider of materials for use in training independent
living skills. This is another attempt by MYS to meet the
individualized needs presented to us by placing agencies.

This past month Reynolds Group Home has successfully
discharged both Blong and Keith to our aftercare monitoring
program. Both are succeeding at home with the additional
guidance they continue to receive from our staff. This has
proven to be a valuable resource in accomplishing early and
lasting discharges.

Vacancies created by these two discharges have already been
filed. As of today the group home is at capacity enrollment.
However, we are anticipating a couple of discharges within the
next 2-4 weeks and would encourage you to contact Chris or
Mike with your placement needs.
